You might know the song… “On the first day of Christmas, my true love gave to me… a partridge in a pear tree” etc.  If you really bought all 78 items sung in the “Twelve Days of Christmas,” it would cost you $18,920, according to USA Today (see attached article).

If you were to choose 12 days of gifts for your own true love, what would they be?  More importantly, how much is it going to cost you?

Math Work Part

This Math Work part should include all of your calculations and show your work.  This part should be turned in on sheets of paper separate from your Display Part.   

STEP 1:  Choose 12 gifts, one for each day.


STEP 2:  For each gift, find a price. Include the source of the price – Amazon.com, sale   

               Catalog, Best Buy Ad, etc…)

STEP 3:  For each day, calculate the DAILY COST.  The daily cost is the price of one item 

     multiplied by the quantity purchased for that day (1-12, depending on the day).  

STEP 4:  Calculate the TOTAL COST for all the gifts purchased during the 12 days.  To 

                calculate the total cost, find the sum of the daily cost for all of the 12 days.

STEP 5:  For each day, find the DAILY PERCENT of the total cost, using this formula:




Example:  if you got 13 correct out of 15 on a quiz, you earned an 87%





13 ( 15 ( 100 = 86.6666666……

STEP 6: Choose two professions from http://content.salary.monster.com/  and “create basic report” using the “salary wizard” to find out the median salary for each job. (You do NOT have to enter any personal information besides a zip code.  If you get an ad, click “no thank you” at the bottom.)   For example, a pilot in Park Ridge makes an average of $112,639, according to this site.

STEP 7:  Find out what PERCENTAGE of your yearly income it would cost you to purchase all 78 of these gifts for your “true love.”  

               Example:  If I buy the traditional gifts, it would cost me $18,920.  

               $18,920 ( $112,639 ( 100 = 16.797024  or 17% of my yearly salary as a pilot.

You will need to show your work for all calculations.  Since you encouraged to use a calculator, “showing your work” means writing down the numbers you punch in the calculator.  (ex: “12,345 ( 3 ( 23,000 ( 100 = ANSWER”)

Display Part

You will create a visual.  This is the nicest looking part of your project.  Your visual must neatly display all of this information.

· For each of the 12 items you choose:

· A picture of the item

· The day the item is to be given (1-12)

· The cost for only one of the item. 

· The cost to give a number of the item (1-12, depending on day)

· This cost to give a number of the as a percentage of the total cost for all the gifts in the project.

· The total cost for all the gifts in the project (for all 12 days)

· The percentage of your yearly salaries needed to purchase all of the gifts in the project.
